Person #1: The Parent

You don’t feel like working. The parent
leaves you alone to do a job. You look for
ways to cut corners, and do the job part
way so that you can go and rest and play a
video game.

Person #3 and others:
The Helpers

You don’t particularly like working either
but you know that Mom has a lot to do,
things need to get cleaned up, and if
everyone works together then we’ll be able
to get it all done quickly. Your job is to
convince the tired child to do the right
thing.

Person #3 and others: The Peacemakers

You come in and give advice to the victim
on how to handle the situation without
getting revenge. What should the victim do
with the anger? How should the victim
deal with the Mean Teaser?
